Ten Sheriff’s Employees Receive Layoff Notices
 

SOMERVILLE – Somerset County Sheriff Frank J. Provenzano announced today that, due the county’s flat budgeting for 2010, five corrections officers and five sheriff’s officers have been given layoff notices to be effective June 11, 2010.  

 

The Board of Freeholders, in adopting the 2010 county budget last month, required all county divisions to maintain a flat budget.  Although the Sheriff is a directly-elected constitutional officer, his budget is set by the Freeholders; the Sheriff is responsible for allocating staff and resources within that budget.

 

A pay freeze for non-union county employees, and employees of unions that have agreed to the freeze, is in effect for 2010.  Unions that have not accepted the salary freeze include those representing the sheriff’s officers and corrections officers.

 

“Reducing staff is always a difficult decision,” Sheriff Provenzano said, “but the flat-budget mandate made it unavoidable.”  Provenzano went on the say  that he along with his senior staff  are formulating plans to ensure the safety and security of  all persons that enter the county courthouse and the county jail.
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
